Dear Parent or Guardian:

The Any Valley High School Health Center is pleased to be available for your student’s health needs during the 1999 – 2000 school year.  If you want your child to be eligible to receive care at the health center, please complete and return the attached enrollment form.  For any students under 18 years of age, it is necessary to have parental consent for some services to be provided.

Services:

1. Primary medical care – diagnosis and treatment of illnesses such as sore throats, earaches, colds, skin conditions, first aid, etc.

2. Physical exams and sports physicals

3. Lab tests

4. Routine immunizations

5. Health education on topics such as weight control, nutrition, substance abuse, reproductive health

6. Screenings for vision, hearing, blood pressure, etc.

7. EPSDT (Early Periodic Screening, Diagnosis, and Treatment) for Medicaid patients

8. Prescriptions

9. Referrals for counseling for mental health needs such as depression, eating disorders, anger control, stress, drug and alcohol abuse.

10. Insurance billing – Private insurance, CHIP, PEIA, Medicaid

11. No charge to families with incomes below 200% of the federal poverty level for most services.

Parents are welcome to accompany their student for scheduled appointments at the health center.  For unscheduled acute care visits, we will attempt to notify the parents if a student needs to be seen by a provider.  If the parent cannot be reached, the student will be given a note to take to the parents with the recommendations of the provider.

Parents are encouraged to actively participate in their adolescent’s health care.  You are welcome to call 429-1699, ext. 317 or stop by the health center anytime.  We hope we can help your child have a healthy and successful school year.
