WHY A SCHOOL HEALTH CENTER?  Young people have many health needs that are not obvious.   

They are the least likely group to seek care from their family physicians.  Many adolescents do not have health insurance or transportation to the doctor.  Often, young people engage in risky behaviors that result in health problems.  Early treatment and education can decrease the need for expensive medical care, emergency room use, and hospitalization.  Making health care available in the school improves attendance and academic success.

For these reasons, the Any County Board of Education enlisted the support of several local health care organizations to provide health services at Anywhere High School.   The services are provided through a partnership with Anywhere Hospital, Anywhere University's Department of Pediatrics, and Anywhere Health Systems, Inc.

Hours:    The Health Center will be open from 7:30am to 1:30 p.m. every day when school is in session.  Additional afternoon hours will be scheduled based on need and availability of staff.  Although appointments are preferred, students may be seen on a walk-in basis, depending on the problem and availability of staff.  If necessary, appointments are available before or after school.  

Consent:  Students under 18 must have a consent form signed by a parent or guardian to be seen by the physician or nurse practitioner; or to receive certain nursing services, such as Tylenol for headache.  Other nursing services, such as first aid, vision screenings, or taking a temperature may be provided without parent consent.

Cost:  As in any primary care center, there may be a charge depending on the service provided.  When available, insurance or Medicaid will be billed.  For most services, there will be no additional cost to parents.  Students eligible for the Free/Reduced Lunch program are eligible for many free services and a sliding fee discount is also available.  Families with private insurance may qualify for some programs to assist with the cost of care.   Information about various programs and how to apply is available from the health center staff. 
Staff:  Staff at the health center are highly qualified and experienced in providing health care to young people.  The nurse practitioner works in collaboration with a physician and is qualified to diagnose, treat illnesses, and prescribe medications. 

Records and Confidentiality:  Confidentiality between the student, parents, and the health center is assured.  The staff will encourage every student to involve his/her parent/guardian in health care decisions.  Since one purpose of this project is to reduce high-risk behaviors of some youth, it is important for students to feel they can have a confidential relationship with their health care provider.  By law, some information requires the student's signed consent prior to disclosure to anyone, including parents/guardian.  This also assures the development of trust between students and the health center.

Routine information that is part of the school health record such as immunizations, required school screenings, emergency numbers, and sports physical exams will be exchanged between the health center and the school nurse.  Any information that is not routine will require separate authorization from the student or parent.

After - School Availability:  Appointments can be scheduled before or after school, if necessary.  All students/parents will be asked to identify their regular source of care.  If a student does not have a regular doctor, he or she will have phone access to health care providers during evenings, weekends and vacations by dialing the Anywhere Health Center (555-1212 ext. 317).  A recorded message will direct the caller to the health provider on-call.

WHAT SERVICES ARE PROVIDED?





NURSING – all students will have nursing services available during the school day.  These include first aid, vision and hearing screenings, information, education and referrals.





PRIMARY MEDICAL CARE – Treatment of acute illness, physical exams, lab tests, prescriptions, immunization, management of chronic illness (such as allergy shots, asthma), nutrition counseling and referral for specialty care.





COUNSELING – Screening and referral for mental health and substance abuse needs such as behavior/anger control, school difficulties, eating disorders, alcohol or drug use, and family or dating relationships.





The Health Center does NOT provide contraceptives, condoms, or abortion counseling.
